Additional Instruction
On
Participation in Conserving Electricity Consumption

To contribute to the conservation of electricity during the current global energy crisis and the
continuous rise in fuel prices caused by conflict in the Middle East, the Ministry would like to provide
additional instructions to all levels of management and officials working at entities under the Ministry to
participate in conserving electricity as follows:

1. Set air conditioning temperatures in offices, meeting rooms, or classrooms at or higher than
25°C to avoid excessive energy use.

2. Turn off lights, air conditioners, and unplug all types of electrical equipment when they are
not necessary or when stop using them, during break times, and before leaving offices,
meeting rooms, or classrooms.

3. For public lighting or hallway lights, set specific times for turning them on and off to avoid

lighting them before the sky gets dark or leave them turn on in the morning when there is

sufficient sunlight.

Encourage the opening of curtains to utilize natural sunlight instead of turning on light bulbs.

Post this Additional Instruction near electrical equipment. For example: near a photocopier:

"Please turn off after use").
